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From a safe distance, call another utility /maintenance member to
let them know you plan on investigating the leak. Do not proceed
until you have someone stationed nearby.

Wear a full-face APR; ensure you have a good seal and re-check that
the NH3 detector is operating. Attach a functioning clip-on NH3
detector on your shirt clipped directly below neck.

Continuously check the NH3 detector to determine NH3 exposure.
200 PPM then you can research the source of the leak and attempt
to address it. You may use ventilation, a fan or water mist to
minimize your exposure.

If the detector registers higher than 200 PPM while working, leave
the area of high concentration.

Investigate
with
Caution!

Leak with exposure indication of 200ppm or greater

Immediately leave the area of high concentration.

Wear a full-face APR; ensure you have a good seal and re-check that
the NH3 detector is operating. Attach a functioning clip-on NH3
detector on your shirt clipped directly below neck.

You may use ventilation, a fan or water mist to combat the leak. If
winds are favorable, a different approach path may be used.

If you cannot address the leak with exposure less than 200 PPM,
initiate the Emergency Response Plan.

If the level has dropped below 200 PPM, return to the “Indication
of a leak with indication of <200ppm” section.

If stationary detectors reveal a release where levels are 1000 PPM or
greater, or the leak cannot be approached without exposing the
employee to > 200ppm, initiate the Emergency Response Plan.

Determine wind direction. Evacuate the area upwind and await
further instructions from Management.
